Education: The Peace Movement’s next step

“Keep a spotlight
on the Iraqg War to
avoid the next war,”
advised Kathy
Kelly, founder of
Voices in the
Wilderness and a
member of the Iraq
Peace Team. “Talk
about this illegal,
immoral, and counter-
productive war. Keep telling the truth. Go
to your neighbors, your community — use
the months ahead for intensive outreach to
both the non-choir and the choir. The choir
needs to hear and to firm up their confi-
dence that they were right.”

She reminded the Sacramento audience
that the worldwide, anti-war protesters
came the closest that anyone has ever come
to stopping a war.

Kathy had recently returned from Iraq
where she had been prior to and during the
war. “Where you stand,” she said, “deter-
mines what you see. I did not see a war; I
saw a slaughter. It maimed; it mutilated; it
brought death and destruction to civilians,
to the children. It produced orphans.”

She spoke of the daily terror the people
lived — knowing that another war was com-
ing, and once it started, not knowing when
or where the next bombs would fall.

“Afterward,” she said, “I didn't see much
jubilation. People were relieved that
Saddham Hussein’s regime was gone, but
they were not happy that no effort was
made to protect the hospitals, the schools,
the museums, or to stop the looting.
However, the oil wells were protected.”

During her many trips to Iraq, Kathy
experienced the “good heart of the Iraqi
people. ... We were treated only with
decency, generosity and kindness.”

Kathy’s advice to the Peace Movement
is to “get a grip — don't be so afraid.
Channel your energy for fair and just
relations with others and the environment.
We have no environmental policy and
without one the earth, air, and water can
not sustain us forever.” In addition, she
stressed that we non-violently uproot the
roots of war, and that we become a
Thomas Paine.

“To non-violently uproot the roots of
war,” she said, “we need to connect with the
young people — to counter the recruiters, the
war mongers; to examine our live
style — are we gas guzzlers, etc.; to confront
the corporations that build war weapons;
and to protest at the military bases.”

On Mothers’ Day weekend Kathy protest-
ed at ELF in Clam Lake, Wisconsin, a facil-
ity that helped direct the bombing of Iraq.

“To become a Thomas Paine,” Kathy
explained, “is to live by his words: ‘The
world is my country, all mankind are my
brethren, and to do good is my religion.’”

Depleted Uranium (DU) is what remains after enriched uranium is separated from natu-
ral uranium in the production of fuel for nuclear reactors.

The DU name implies it is not dangerous, when in fact this nuclear indus-
try waste product is used to produce deadly weapons. It is radioactive for 4.5 billion years;

The U.S. makes bullets, shells, and layers it into tank armor. They used these items in the
1991 Gulf War. Since then, a 10-year study showed that cancer rates soared over 350 per-
cent among the children of Basra,Iraq. It is the suspected cause of the Gulf War illnesses
among the veterans.

On the political scene, our grandpar-
ents participate in a large number of
city and county meetings, and are
active members of innumerable organi-
zations: Amnesty International,
League of Women Voters, Homeless
Coalition, Democratic Party, Green
Party, Sierra Club, etc.

We are recognized as the initiator of the
annual April EARTH DAY event which
draws between 1,500 and 2,000 attendees to
the approximately 75 displays. Included are
quality arts and crafts vendors, photograph-
ic and sculptural exhibits, growers of organ-
ic fruits and vegetables, and a host of cre-
ative hands-on activities for both children
and adults.

My own priority is the Florida Coalition
for Peace and Justice. We were given land
for our Teaching Farms and $100,000 for
our Peace Education Building. This allows
us to host Pax Christi and other groups, as
well as our own challenging summer Peace
Camps. This year’s theme is “Building a
Peaceful World Together;” we are expecting
50 youth in each session: June 22-28 for 15-
20 years old; July 13-19 for 10-14 year olds.

Nuclear Weapons Lab
Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory

On August 6, 1945, the United States dropped
the first atomic bomb used in war on the city of
Hiroshima, Japan. Days later, the city of
Nagasaki was bombed. Horrified by the death,
destruction and desecration of life, the world has
since maintained a moral firewall against the
use of nuclear weapons.

However, the Bush Administration is trying to
overturn the ban on mini-nukes — to move them
from their historic role as a deterrent to
weapons to be used in battlefield scenarios.

The nation’s primary nuclear weapons labs,
Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory
(LLNL) and Los Alamos National Laboratory
(New Mexico), are managed by the University of
California and together they have designed
every nuclear weapon in the U.S. arsenal.

“Taxpayers have a right to know that the
Pentagon is quietly pursuing a brave new world
of more ‘usable’ nuclear bombs and warheads at
the same time it forcibly instructs other nations
to abstain from developing weapons of mass
destruction,” explained Jay Coghlan, Executive
Director of Nuclear Watch of New Mexico
(NWNM), a group that monitors DOE weapons
laboratories.

Presently at LLNL in Livermore, California,
research is underway to design and develop the
low-yield nuclear weapons Bush wants, includ-
ing the Robust Nuclear Earth Penetrator.

In addition to the increased nuclear weapons’
research at LLNL, there is increased research of
biowarfare agents. This is part of Livermore’s
new, central role as a research facility for the
Department of Homeland Security. The
Livermore lab is slated to operate a biowarfare
agent facility, which will authorize aerosolizing
and genetically modifying deadly agents includ-
ing live stains of anthrax and plague.

Not only does the proposed biowarfare facili-
ty pose obvious health, environmental and secu-
rity risks, but it also has been harshly criticized
by a broad range of scientists and policy analysts
for its potentially devastating impact on the
global control of bioweapons, and on the treaty
banning them.

The Livermore Lab has been a site for nonvi-
olent resistance for decades. When the United
Nations readmitted weapons inspectors to Iraq
in November, many activists gathered at
Livermore nuclear weapons lab requesting a
civilians’ weapons inspection and demanding
global disarmament. As the Bush
Administration contemplates new potential
targets to “disarm,” it is time to demand global
disarmament — starting at home, starting
at Livermore.

Now that the war “is over,” what next? The
problems have just begun, or continue as
before. The smoke screen war has only
heightened and illuminated our problems.
And, just where are the WMD that were
“supposed” to be the reason for The War —
as [ write this we are in Day 74 of the search.
We must educate people and continue our
activism. In a recent e-mail, Dr. Doug Rokke
said “it is not just education, but breaking
through the willful lies.” (Dr. Rokke was in
charge of Depleted Uranium cleanup after
Gulf War 1.)

We did not fail! The anti-war movement,
the protests and actions were unprecedented
in world history. On February 15, 2003, peo-
ple worldwide turned out in extraordinary
numbers to protest the upcoming war in Iraq.
And, we must remember this — there is a
new Super Power, the second Super Power. It
is THE PEOPLE. We will not be manipu-
lated through fear! The old saying of strength
in numbers is still true today. The millions
upon millions who protested this war are still
out there.
